It gives you the opportunity
of taking a journey over land and sea, through fresh water and salt water,
discovering the most amazing fish and birdlife...

Located in the Tancada lagoon, in an area remarkable for its wealth
of wildlife, MonNatura Delta de U'Ebre lets you discover this rich natural
environment in one of the most important wetlands of western Europe.

The salt pans: Visit the only full- o

scale recreation of one of the Delta's

salt pans which is open to the pu-

blic. In this area you can discover:

«How the salt pan operates and its
purpose.

«The importance of salt in the his-
tory of the Delta.

«The different uses and qualities of
salt, a product of great value, other
than as a culinary seasoning.

Delta space: Discover the essence of the
Delta on a unique journey which shows
how the Delta was formed over the centu-
ries, and experience the changing seasons
throughout a year thanks to an audiovisual
presentation showing the natural and tra-
ditional worth of these wetlands.

You can also experience some special
moments as you watch the wildlife of the
Alfacada lagoon from the partially enclosed
bird observatory.

360" Lookout tower: Enjoy wonderful
views from one of the best viewpoints in
the area. Telescopes are at your disposal for
observing the great variety of aquatic birds
that live and rest in the Tancada lagoon and
the old Sant Antoni salt pans. You can see
species such as flaminges, terns, waders,
herons, etc.

From the 360" lookout tower you can see
the different habitats typical of the Delta:
the lagoon, salt pans, saltflats, beach, etc.

Landing stage and punting
zone: Around the landing stage,
you can see examples of traditio-
nal Delta fishing techniques such

as the use of casting nets, dredging
nets, eel and shrimp nets, etc. You
can also go aboard the punts, the
traditional means of transport in
shallow water, and try your hand at
another activity typical of the Delta.

Observation hut: Watch the
wildlife in the old Sant Anteni

salt pans, the ideal place to see
waders, terns, avocets, and gulls.
You can also learn about the LIFE
Delta Lagoon Project, which has led
to the recovery and transformation
of the environment and has reesta-
blished the biodiversity of the area.

Spanish toothcarp territory
and salt marsh biodiversity:
Discover the area's variety of saline
vegetation and the way it has
evolved in order to survive in this
environment.

You can also visit one of the Delta's
main populations of Spanish tooth-
carp, a small fish endemic to the
Iberian Peninsula which is now in
danger of becoming extinct.
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Visit: Follow a route through
all the sites that make up this
facility. Guided and unguided
visits available.

« From Sant Carles de la Rapita: Follow signs for
Paoblenou; go around the town and continue 5
km towards Platja del Trabucador. The entrance
is on the left.

« From Sant Jaume d'Enveja: Follow signs for Els
Muntells (TV-3405) for 15 km; just before arri-
ving at the Eucaliptus housing estate, turn right
towards La Tancada, and at the end of the road,
turn right again. The entrance is 900 metres on
the right.
